‘ALTAIR’ RESTORATION. The story of the year 2011.

When the boat was smoothed it was covered by epoxy gel-coat. Almost half of winter was spent in
making hatches for ‘Altair’. The hatches are made of mahogany redwood strips that are fixed with
polyurethane glue and compound

The rudder blade was made of oak wood and joined with polyurethane glue. It is fixed by two stainless
pins.

Tiller is made of oak and pine wood strips.
